I draw your attention to the following items for 2011: 

· 
Check Varieties:  Separate check varieties have been established for diploid and tetraploid perennial ryegrasses.   There is no change in the check varieties for other species.  (See Page 2)
·      Fees for 2011 are listed on Page 3 of this document.
·     Additional alfalfa registration trials:  Testing stations now have the option of offering an additional alfalfa trial at each location, if the number of entries warrant.  These trials would be managed using a more intensive harvesting regime  (i.e. 3 cuts in Northern Ontario; 4 cuts in Southern Ontario).   The stations will continue to offer a trial managed according to their traditional procedures (i.e. 2 cuts in Northern Ontario; 3 cuts in Southern Ontario).   In the committee’s assessment of a variety for support of registration, the regular and intensive trials at a station will be considered to be separate locations. 
You have the option of entering either the regular trial, or the intensive trial or both.   If have entered a variety in the intensive trial and there are not sufficient entries to justify conducting an intensive trial at a station, you will be contacted to see if you would like your entry shifted to the regular trial there.
The entry deadline of March 31, 2011 for submission of application forms and seed will be strictly adhered to this year.

As in the past, Form B must be completed for each entry being submitted.

Sponsors may select the site(s) where they wish to test. There is no set number of sites that must be entered in a given year.   However, since 6 station years of data are required for support of registration, the committee strongly recommends entry at 3 sites as a minimum for all varieties.  

Although there is no requirement to enter fast track varieties into trials, no data are presented in the brochure for fast track varieties until there are at least 3 station years of OFCC data to generate an average value.

Membership Fees

Option B – Non-member.  May enter varieties in trials at full fees.    Data will not be reported in the OFCC brochure.
Invoices for fees will be sent out after the trials have been planted.
2011 Entry Regulations

 OFCC Variety Committee Trials

1. 
For alfalfa, data on a variety’s resistance to bacterial wilt, verticillium wilt and phytophthora root rot on syn 2 or lower pedigree seed must be available when the variety is considered for support by the OFCC. An alfalfa variety will only be supported if it has a rating of HR or R to bacterial wilt. For other diseases, no specific level of resistance is required.


If the variety has been rated by the National alfalfa Variety Review Board for these diseases, those rating will be used by the OFCC in assigning ratings in the Forage Brochure.


Where a variety has not been rated by the NAVRB, all available public and or private data will be used by the OFCC in arriving at a disease rating.

2. 
Seed of alfalfa varieties submitted for testing must be Syn 2 or a lower level of pedigree

3. 
For all perennial species, the sponsor must submit 100 grams of seed per location selected. For annual ryegrass, the sponsor shall submit 200 grams of seed per location selected.   For cereal forage entries the sponsor shall submit one kg. of seed.

4. 
For each new entry in the forage trials, a company must complete Part B of the application form and include a letter from the breeder stating either:

a) 
That the entry has not been entered on the OFCC tests by any other sponsor, this year or in previous years.

OR

b) 
That the entry has been / is entered in OFCC tests and stating the name or experimental designation when previously entered, the sponsor when previously entered and the year of entry.

5.
Varieties entered last year (2010) will not be reseeded in yield trials this year unless they are re-entered this year with payment. 

The complete set of protocols under which the OFCC conducts trials and considers varieties for support of registration may be found in the document entitled “Ontario Forage Crops Committee Blue Book: Variety Testing Procedures 2010”.
